The fee for optional subject is INR 30,000 + GST (18%) - Rs. 35,400/- in offline mode and INR 25,000 + GST (18%) - INR 29,500/- in online mode.

• All fees once paid are non-refundable in nature. The course is also non-transferable in nature to another person.

• The course will be valid till May 2028.

• Each program of ForumIAS is linked to ForumIAS Account with a fixed mobile number. No sharing of any programs is allowed. If candidates are found sharing programs, ForumIAS shall be free to terminate
